This PSAT/Testing day is scheduled for Wednesday, October 14, 2009.  The design calls for testing of sophomores and juniors by prefect (PSAT), as well as freshman testing (DYO).  Seniors will be coming in at the beginning of 4th period and participate in a special program after 8th period.  Freshman prefects will begin their exam concurrently with the 10th/11th graders and then partake in a special assembly lasting until the end of the PSAT exams.  All grade levels will go to classes during periods 4,5,6,7, and 8.   
The committee will confirm exactly what rules are regarding teacher’s contractual day so any new test schedule is contractual.  This will enable finalizing a draft of teacher/proctor scheduling which will be published shortly.
