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Warning!


Beware of scholarship scams. Some companies are promising students that they can get scholarships on behalf of students in exchange for an advance fee. Be especially on guard if you read any of the following or similar pitches: (1) “The scholarship is guaranteed or your money back”; (2) “You can’t get this information anywhere else”; (3) “The scholarship will cost some money”; (4) “You’re a finalist” – in a contest you never entered.  
AXA Achievement Scholarship:  One winner from each state to receive $10,000. Ten of these winners will receive an additional $15,000. Criteria: Must describe in detail an outstanding achievement they have accomplished in a non-academic activity or project in the school or in the community. Deadline: December 15. Go to www.axaonline.com/axafoundation, click “access” and go to the application.

Skidmore College/Porter Presidential Scholarship in Mathematics and Science: Five $40,000 scholarships ($10,000/yr) to students with exceptional promise in the sciences and/or mathematics. Awarded independent of financial need. Students must respond to the Porter Essay Question on the Skidmore Supplement to the Common Application. However, majoring in math or a science is not required, but you must take at least one course in math or science each semester and pursue one significant research project. John Cannon Memoral Scholarship: To an exceptional student who intends to major in television, telecommunications or a similar communications-related field. $10,000/yr. renewable for four years. Creative 
accomplishments of the applicant and SAT scores are determinant. Postmark deadline: Dec.11. Download application at www.emmyonline.tv/emmy/scholarship.html 
New York Water Environment Association: $1500 for students enrolled in an environmentally related program. Applications by January 19, 2007. Two 200-300 word essays are part of the application process. Application in 1W2.
Illinois Institute of Technology: Thomas Roszak Scholarship: One-time $5,000 award. Must be in top 20% of your class. Needs a one-page personal statement about your goals as an architect and two letters of recommendation. Also, The Crown Scholarship for five years of full-tuition. Must be in top 10% of the class with excellent standardized test scores. Requires an original free hand drawing of any subject matter, a one-page statement about your goals as an architect, and a separate letter of recommendation. Applications by Jan. 15, 2007. Harlem YMCA/Black Achievers in Industry Scholarship: One-time awards ranging from $1,000 to $2,500. The award will be sent to the recipient’s school and credited towards tuition, and/or room and board. Two 500-word essays required.  Deadline Jan. 31, 2007.
