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CLASS OF 2007 IS AWARDED $1.25 MILLION WORTH OF SCHOLARSHIPS
June 18, 2007 – The College Office of Brooklyn Technical HS is announcing that seniors in the Class of ’08 have been awarded $1.25 million dollars in scholarships and awards from corporations and foundations. These awards range from $500 to $170,000, and this is the second year in a row that Tech has gone over the $1 million mark, posting a 25% increase over last year. These awards are separate from the millions of dollars that our seniors have been awarded as part of their financial aid packages. Winners are listed below.

Mr. E. Jeffrey Ludwig, Scholarship Coordinator for the College Office, said “it is deeply gratifying to see so many of our students recognized for their academic, community service, writing, and leadership contributions.” He added, “Our principal, Mr. Asher, has been very supportive of our efforts to engage students with the scholarship application process, and as our students win these awards, name recognition for Brooklyn Tech should lead to further expansion and success in this area.”  Mr. Ludwig also noted that this year for the first time one of our students was awarded a Questbridge Scholarship to Williams College, and for the third year in a row we have a Gates Millenium Scholar.


Next year Tech would like to see more students applying for the Albert Shenker UFT Scholarship (especially students with financial need), the Random House Creative Writing Contest (with very large cash awards), the Eileen Zaglin Award (for students interested in a career in the arts who attended middle school in District 21), and the New York Times Scholarship (where the student has faced some longstanding hardships in their lives yet persevered to achieve a high level of achievement in high school).
